Parables 
Jesus told over 50 parables which are recorded in The Bible. These 
stories are a way for Jeusus to make a point or talk about the 
Kingdom of God which suggests that God’s rule has begun though the 
life, teaching and example of Jesus. Christians consider what Jesus 
would do as a guide in their own lives.  

The Lord’s Prayer 
'Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name. Your 
kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in 
heaven. Give us this day our daily bread, and forgive us 
our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors. And lead 
us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.
