They are the Five foundations 
of Muslim life that every 
Muslim lives by. They are 
Shahada (Faith), Salah (Prayer), 
Zakat (Charity), Sawm (Fasting) 
and Hajj (Pilgrimage).

The central Jewish Teachings
The belief in one God, equality, 
social justice, or fairness, the 
importance of studying the Hebrew 
Bible, and following the Jewish 
teachings, like the Ten 
Commandments.
