
Modern	Foreign	Languages	Curriculum	Statement		

The	 Golden	 Thread	 running	 through	 our	MFL	 curriculum	 is	 to	 ins8l	 a	 love	 and	 enjoyment	 of	
languages.	The	aim	is	 to	enable	children	to	communicate	 in	another	 language	with	confidence	
and	fluency	but	also	to	encourage	their	curiosity	and	understanding	of	other	cultures.	Children	
learn	prac8cal	skills	such	as	speaking,	reading	and	wri8ng	in	another	language	that	can	be	used	
later	 in	 life.	Embedded	in	the	MFL	curriculum	is	cultural	and	geographical	knowledge,	allowing	
the	children	to	build	a	broader	perspec8ve	of	the	world	we	live	in.		

Intent	
At	 Alverton	 School	 we	 foster	 a	 love	 of	 language.	Modern	 Foreign	 Languages	 is	 an	 exci:ng	 and	
diverse	 subject	 and,	 through	 teaching	 it,	 we	 aim	 to	 foster	 children’s	 curiosity,	 knowledge,	
confidence	 and	 resilience	 in	 speaking	 different	 languages.	 This	 includes	 learning	 about	 the	
everyday	life	and	culture	of	people	living	in	France	and	developing	the	children’s	understanding	of	
the	world.	Children	learn	to	communicate	with	increasing	confidence	and	fluency,	finding	ways	of	
conveying	what	they	want	to	say	through	discussion	and	ques:oning.	

We	are	commiJed	to	ensuring	that	competence	in	another	language	enables	children	to	interpret,	
create	and	exchange	meaning	within	and	across	cultures.	We	also	want	to	help	children	develop	
skills	that	will	open	further	opportuni:es	later	in	life.		

Implementa8on	
At	Alverton,	we	teach	French	in	Key	Stage	2.	Lessons	are	taught	in	discrete	weekly	lessons	for	half	
an	 hour	 and	 reinforced	 in	 opportuni:es	 through	 the	 school	 day	 such	 as	 during	 registra:on,	
gree:ngs	and	when	children	are	given	 instruc:ons.	French	vocabulary	 is	displayed	 in	classrooms	
for	children	to	refer	back	to	when	having	a	conversa:on.	

MFL	 is	 taught	using	 the	 scheme	 ‘Language	Angels’	 that	provides	 lessons	across	 the	key	 stage	 to	
support	the	skills	of	speaking,	listening,	reading	and	wri:ng.	
• Language	 Angels	 supports	 both	 the	 specialist	 and	 non	 specialist	 teacher.	 Interac:ve	 lesson	
materials,	with	all	instances	of	the	foreign	language	pre-recorded	using	a	na:ve	speaker,	are	fully	
controlled	by	the	teacher.	

• Teachers	are	given	the	opportunity	to	choose	from	a	wide	variety	of	differen:ated	ac:vi:es	and	
worksheets	 to	 embed	 knowledge,	 consolidate	 learning	 and	 ensure	 whole	 class	 learning.	
Ac:vi:es	cover	all	of	the	main	language	learning	skills	–	speaking,	listening,	reading,	wri:ng	and	
grammar.	

• Language	Angels	provides	a	full	range	of	fun	and	exci:ng	karaoke	videos	and	interac:ve	games	
which	 	pupils	can	also	access	 from	home.	These	are	designed	to	consolidate	the	teaching	that	
has	already	taken	place.		

• The	unit	planners	cover	the	medium	and	long-term	planning	and	details	which	units	are	relevant	
to	to	each	year	group	at	Alverton	School	for	each	half-term	of	the	school	year.	 It	ensures	each	
pupil	is	challenged	and	stretched,	all	the	requirements	of	DfE	Languages	Programme	of	Study	for	
KS2	are	met	to	enable	substan:al	learning	and	progression.	



• The	scheme	provides	a	range	of	cross-curricular	units.	These	 include	The	Tudors,	World	War	 II,	
Healthy	Ea:ng,	The	Romans,	Habitats	and	The	Planets	which	are	all	cross	curricular.		

• Each	 of	 the	 teaching	 units	 contain	 6	 teaching	 lessons	 with	 each	 lesson	 designed	 to	 run	 for	
between	30	to	45	minutes.	The	resources	are	grouped	by	the	level	of	challenge	and	the	 	stretch	
they	 provide.	 This	makes	 it	 easier	 to	 pick	 and	 choose	 units	 that	will	 ensure	 pupils	 are	 always	
learning	and	progressing.	

• Addi:onal	 resources	 such	 as	 French	 songs,	 BBC	 Bitesize,	 Twinkl	 and	 other	 ‘real	 life’	 French	
scenarios	are	used	to	support	and	further	supplement	the	Language	Angels	scheme.	

Suppor8ng	Pupils	with	SEND	in	MFL		
At	Alverton,	teaching	and	learning	is	structured	to	support	all	pupils,	including	those	with	SEND,	to	
progressively	build	on	iden:fied	core	knowledge	to	know,	do	and	remember	more.	To	achieve	this,	
we	 adapt	 our	 curriculum	 in	 every	 subject	 to	 remove	 barriers	 to	 learning	 for	 pupils	 with	 SEND	
according	 to	 their	 individual	 needs	 and	 make	 subject-specific	 adapta:ons	 as	 appropriate.	 The	
Language	Angels	scheme	provides	opportunity	for	music,	songs	and	plenty	of	visuals	to	support	all	
learners.	

Impact		
MFL	in	Key	Stage	2	has	enabled	children	to	develop	their	confidence	in	speaking	aloud	and	having	
conversa:ons	 in	 French	 with	 their	 friends	 and	 members	 of	 staff.	 Children’s	 curiosity	 has	 been	
sparked	 in	MFL	and	 teachers	are	no:cing	 them	ge_ng	very	excited	about	 the	 subject	by	asking	
ques:ons,	making	links	and	wan:ng	to	find	out	more.	By	taking	opportuni:es	to	use	French	during	
the	school	day,	a	context	for	learning	and	language	development	is	provided	as	well	as	increasing	
the	children’s	understanding	of	different	cultures.		

The	 teaching	 of	 French	 in	 Key	 Stage	 2	 provides	 an	 appropriate	 balance	 of	 spoken	 and	 wriJen	
language	and	lays	the	founda:ons	for	further	foreign	language	teaching	in	Key	Stage	3.	As	well	as	
hearing	French	speaking	around	the	school,	examples	of	children’s	wriJen	work	may	be	displayed.	

We	use	a	range	of	assessments	and	programs	such	as	‘Quizziz’	and	‘Wordwall’	to	assess	children’s	
long	 term	 memory	 of	 vocabulary	 and	 phrases	 and	 ensure	 that	 regular	 assessment	 enables	
maximum	progress	to	be	made.
